Bosque del Apache is located 18 miles south of 
Socorro, NM, just off I-25 near San Antonio, NM. The 
refuge is the 2nd most photographed wildlife site in the 
U.S., and is the winter home for more than 30,000 
snow geese, 15,000 sandhill cranes, 40,000 ducks, 
canada geese, pheasants, grebes, herons, grebes, 
bald eagles, coyotes, deer and many raptors and other 
smaller birds. All this is in a beautiful mountain setting. 
The most spectacular events are the simultaneous   
fly-away of thousands of snow geese right around 
sunrise, and the late afternoon flying of the sandhill 
cranes. Access is excellent, and many opportunities to 
photograph individual wildlife in close-up can be found. 
More information is available at  
http://southwest.tws.gov/refuges/newmex/bosque/inde x.html . 
Socorro is 70 miles south of Albuquerque and has 
many acceptable motels. I recommend the Super-8 
(505-835-4626) if you can get in. If you are planning to 
drive, it is about 650 miles from Dallas and takes 10 to 
11hours. We'll meet for lunch everyday at the world 
famous Owl Bar and Cafe in San Antonio, NM. If you 
are in town Friday night, we'll meet around 7pm at K-
Bob's at the north end of California Street right next to 
the Super-8. There are also many other places of 
interest near-by such as the Giant Telescope Array 
near Magdalleen, White Sands, The Valley of Fires 
and the Organ Mountains.
