Cedar Ridge Preserve, 7171 Mountain Creek
Parkway

This preserve is located in southwest Dallas County
on the Cedar Ridge Escarpment. Itis managed by
the Dallas Audubon Society and is open to the public
from sunrise to sunset. It contains about 10 miles of
well maintained walking trails, ranging from easy to
moderate to difficult. At this time, the preserve has
quite a lot of fall color as well as wildflowers, birds,
butterflies, dragonflies, etc. Get there early and leave
late, there are many things to photograph. More
information is available at www.audubondallas/
cedarridge.html .

Bosque del Apache National Wildlife Refuge

Bosque del Apache is located 18 miles south of Socorro, NM, just off I-25 near San Antonio, NM. The refuge is
the 2nd most photographed wildlife site in the U.S., and is the winter home for more than 30,000 snow geese,
15,000 sandhill cranes, 40,000 ducks, canada geese, pheasants, grebes, herons, grebes, bald eagles, coyotes,
deer and many raptors and other smaller birds. All this is in a beautiful mountain setting. The most spectacular
events are the simultaneous fly-away of thousands of snow geese right around sunrise, and the late afternoon fly-
in of the sandhill cranes. Access is excellent, and many opportunities to photograph individual wildlife in close-up
can be found.
