March -Tour of Churches in Fort Worth

This months field trip will be to the San Antonio Missions
National Historical Park on the weekend of October 21st and
22nd. This park, which runs along the San Antonio River for
about 8 miles includes five Old Spanish Missions that were all
established in the late 1600's and early 1700's. The northern
most is the Alamo, but the more photographically interesting are
the other four. First is Mission Concepcion at 807 Mission
Road. This building includes two bell towers and a white

dome. It faces northwest and is best to photograph late in the
afternoon. Mission San Jose is at 6701 San Jose Drive just off
Roosevelt Ave. It is the most elaborate of the missions and
includes the remaining stone arches from an old cloister in the
rear. It faces westward and gets good light in the afternoon, but
the cloister area is best to shoot in the morning. This church
has an active congregation and is famous for its Sunday morning
Mariachi Mass, performed by local musicians and welcome to
visitors. Mission San Juan Capistrano faces the southeast,
catching the best light early in the morning. It is in a walled
enclosure, and has a number of stone outbuildings of interest as
well as a beautiful desert garden. Mission Espada is the
smallest, but probably the most quaint and colorful of all the
missions. It also has a number of interesting outbuildings. The
sanctuary faces toward the South-southwest and gets good light
all day long. All these missions have elaborate architectural
details and beautiful interiors. More information is available at
www.nps.gov/saan/ or you can call the visitor center (located
next to Mission San Jose) at 210-932-1001. Plan to meet for
lunch on Saturday at noon at Nicha's Comida Mexicana at 3119
Roosevelt Avenue, not far south of the visitor center. The
nearest accomodations are at the Days Inn South, 3760
Roosevelt Ave. (210)923-2361 or La Quinta South, 7202 Pan
Am Expressway (I-35 south) at the SE corner of 1-35 and
Military Drive, (210)922-2111. Other interesting photo ops
around San Antonio include the Alamo, the Riverwalk (which is
most interesting for night photography), the Mexican Market and
the old Spanish Governor's Palace.
