DALLAS CAMERA CLUB FIELD TRIPS

Fort Davis, April 27-29 :

Located in the Davis Mountains, Texas most extensive
mountain range, Fort Davis and vicinity features lush,
high mountain scenery, fort Davis National historical Site,
MacDonald Observatory and much more. Because of
tecent rain, there should be lots of wildflowers in the
area. It's a photographer’s paradise.

The Loop Drive

A beautiful scenic drive that begins in town and follows
highways SH118 and SH 166 up through the center of
the mountains and back again to Fort Davis.

Fort Davis National Historical Site

This old cavalry fort, nestled up under the mountains,
was established in 1854 to protect the westward bound
wagon trains from he apache. The garrison was manned
primarily by African American “buffalo soldiers”, who
were highly respected by the Indians for their fighting
shills. Man of the original structures have been partially
or wholly restored.

MacDonald Observatory

An internationally important astronomical research center
operated by the University of Texas. It has a gift shop,
café, and museum. On Fridays and Saturdays at
9:00am, they have a “Star Party” and set up several
large telescopes so that the public, for a $10.00 fee, can
see the heavenly sights. The site also affords the best
views in the area.

Davis Mountains State Park

The park features great views, a nature preserve, hiking
and the Indian Lodge, one of the most visually interesting
hotels in America.

Birding

The Davis Mountains are a major stop over for migratory
birds. The best place to see them is at the nature pre-
serve along Limpia Creek at the State Park. Entrance is
allowed after checking in at the park entrance.
