This
software allows the user to put images, transitions, mu-
sic and text together to make a slide show. Bob dis-
cussed the B/W conversion software and also men-
tioned other avenues of information available to photog-
raphers through the NAPP (National Assoc. of Photo-
shop Professionals), beta version CS3, and Layers
magazine. Jerry presented some information on a
budget ink cartridge web site and on the web site were
members can get some glossy white film for printing
extremely glossy prints. Paula demonstrated how to
convert an image from color to B/W and how to sharpen
an image.

Photoshop Tip of the Month

Neutralize Your Image
Creating a neutral reference for the Set Gray Point
Levels or Curves can take a lot of the guesswork out
of neutralizing an image. Duplicate the image and use
Filter>Blur>Average. Return to your original image
and add a Levels (or Curves) adjustment layer
(Layer>New Adjustment Layer>Levels or Curves).
Use the Set Gray Point eyedropper and click on the
duplicated/averaged file to neutralize stubborn color
cast.
