Pop the Image Midtones 
     To create a subtle transition and avoid sharpening 
the shadows or highlights while popping the midtones, 
let’s start by duplicating the Background layer of you 
image. 
     Next, choose Filter>Sharpen>Unsharp Mask and in 
the dialog, set Amount, Radius, and Threshol to 
50/20/0., respectively.  From the Layers palette flyout 
menu, choose Blending Options and in the This Layer 
section, click-and-drag the Shadow slider to 70 and 
the highlight slider to 185.  Now press Option (PC:Alt) 
and separate the triangular sliders to drag the shadow 
point to 0 and the highlight point to 255, and click OK.
