SLOW SHUTTER SPEED

Dear Members,

On August 3rd wedl|l be
photos using slow shutter speeds. Many of you
have probably already taken your photos. However
for those of you that are SLOW on this assignment,
here are some tips on using slow shutter speeds to
create photographs. Photographers use slow shut-
ter speeds when it is quite dark (need more light
into the camera) or we want to purposefully introduce blur into the
photo in a creative way.

First, remember that oOblurryd doesn

Second, remember that when using a slow shutter speed anything
that moves in the scene wild.|l bl ur .
to use this creatively!

Two examples:

1. Moving object in focus: When wanting to emphasize one
part of the photo, slow the shutter speed and pan. Panning is a
technique where you follow a moving object with a slow shutter
speed and track the moving object and take the photo of the mov-
ing object. As you press the shutter button keep panning. The ob-
ject (car, runner, biker, cyclist) will be in focus, everything else will
be blurred. Background will be blurred.

2. Moving object blurred: Secure the camera and use a very
slow shutter speed (up to 10 seconds). Trigger the shutter button.
Everything that is moving will blur, the background will be in focus.
This is the technique used when taking photos of highways or
roads at night and the car lights are caught as streams of light.

This is probably elementary for our advanced photographers. In
case there are those who were a little confused about slow shutter
speed photos, hope this helps.
