HOSPITALITY SCHEDULE  

PRESIDENTSõ MESSAGE 

TIPS FROM ADAM JONES  

Last month we heard from Adam Jones from 

Canon.  It was a great program. His pictures were 

exquisite. Here are simple tips for making great 

pictures. If you were at the meeting, you'll recog-

nize some of them.  

1. Get down on your subject's level  

2. Use a plain or very defocused background - Mr. 

Jones talked about picking his background before 

the subject.  

3. Use flash outdoors.  In other words, a fill flash 

to light the subject  

4. Move in close - Capture the essence of the subject with no other 

background.  

5. Take some vertical pictures.  Mr. Jones talked about doing pano-

ramic pictures using vertical shots not horizontal.  

6. Lock in the focus - If it an animal or person, use one frame focus 

on the eyes.  

7. Move it from the middle.  The eye moves from left to right.  Have 

your subject positioned so that your eye moves that way.  

8. Know your flash range.   

9. Watch the light.  Photos taken at dawn or dusk are much more 

interesting and better photos than those taken with full light and 

high sun.  Notice where the light is coming from.  

10. Be a picture director.  Set up your pictures.   

11. Compose your pictures in the camera and do less post process-

ing.  

12. Check different angles of a shot.  You might discover a rainbow 

of colors in water that at normal height are not noticeable.  

  

Ok, now go and take some great pictures.  Experiment with back-

ground and subjects and lighting.  You will love the results.  And 

make sure you take enough pic-

tures.  Mr. Jones also mentioned 

this.  Take 1000's of pictures, not 

100's.

After studying architecture at the University of Texas in Austin, 

Ron received his license in 1964 and subsequently moved to 

Dallas.   He since has headed the Construction Management & 

Technology Department at Richland College, was a General 

Contractor from 1978 -85 and a licensed interior designer since 

the 1990s.   Ron is now retired, preferring to travel by motor 

home around North America enjoying his art and photography.  

  

 

He first began photographing his travels in the '60s, and began exhibiting his images in the early '80s.   Ron 

has assembled several of his works into a wonderful photo essay illustrating the basic elements of composi-

tion, which will be the theme for his presentation to us at our July 20 meeting.   This should be especially 

helpful to our beginning and advanced members, and still refreshing approaches by our master mem-

bers.   Ron will provide an emphasis on preparation and pre -exposure proce-

dures that is intended to improve the quality of our competition entries, as 

opposed to post -exposure processing (more on this subject  in future pro-

grams in months ahead).

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Downtown Dallas Night Shoot    Date: July 10 and 11  

 

July's field trip will be a Downtown Dallas night shoot  

on the evenings of July 10 and 11.   Participants should 

plan to be at the initial destination of their choice and 

ready to shoot by 8:30pm.   A window of opportunity 

before the sky goes completely black  will last for around 

45 minutes.   Bring a tripod and both wide and telephoto 

lenses.   Safety and parking are both major issues for 

this shoot.  I recommend that you work the shoot  in groups two or more if possible.    The 

following are recommended sites for the shoot.  

- The Winspear Opera House on Flora.   There is a fountain in front for excellent reflec-

tions.  

- The Hunt Building between St. Paul and Akard on Woodall Rogers.   This site features two dancing foun-

tains with colored lights.  

- The West End.  Great street scenes with lots of neon.  

- Any site around downtown that is well lit with lots of people around.    Skyscrapers and streets make good 

night shots.  

- The View Point on the west end of the Commerce Street Bridge.    Good skyline views.   To get to this site, 

drive to the end of the Commerce Street Bridge and take the Beckley Southbound exit.    Go a couple of 

blocks south and take a left turn onto the Commerce Street entrance ramp.    The view point is at the top of 

the ramp.  

  

As you go from place to place, do not  park illegally. Tow trucks cruise 

downtown, and if they get a chance they will tow your vehicle.   Be 

careful about commercial parking lots as some them can be quite ex-

pensive.   We will send out more info about how to shoot at night, 

parking, etc.  before the shoot.
